Who is God?
Ans: God is the maker and supreme ruler of the heavens and earth

What is His Name?
Ans: God has many names, one of which is Jehovah

What Scriptures Jehovah?
Ans: “Psalms 83:19” That men may know that thou whose name is Jehovah

What are some of the other hames of God?

What is an attribute?

Ans: An attribute is a quality or characteristic given to a person, group or
some other thing. Biblically speaking. something God has revealed and or
proven himself to be...

What are some of the Attributes of God?

Ans: His Self-existence, His eternity, His omnipresence, His omniscience,
His omnipotence, His Immutability, His Unity, His Holiness His Invisibility, His
Incomprehensibility, His Mercy, His Wisdom ands His Veracity.

His Self-Existence- Inherent existence, existence possessed by virtue of a
beings’ own nature and independent of any other thing or cause; an Attribute
peculiar assigned to God...” John 1:1”

Eternal- Lasting or existing forever: without end or beginning
“Psalms 90:2 & Colossians 1:7”

Omnipresence-The state of being widespread or constantly encountered:
The presence of God everywhere at the same time... “Jeremiah 23:24 &
Palms139:7-10"

Omniscient- Knowing everything, All Knowing, All Wise and All Seeing
“Jeremiah 1:5”

Omnipotent= Unlimited Power, Supernatural power, Power without end
“Matt 19:26 & Jeremiah 32:27”

Immutable= Unchanging over time or unable to be changed
“Hebrews 13:8”

Wise= Having or showing experience, knowledge and good judgment
“Proverbs 3:19 & Isaiah 55:9

Unity- The state of being united or joined as a whole
“Deuteronomy 6:4 “

Holiness= The state of being Holy “1 Samuel 2:2 & 1 Peter 1:15-16"

Veracity- Conformity to facts; accuracy, habitual truthfulness “Titus 1:2”

Immensity-The extremely large size, enormity, scale or extent of
something “1 Kings 8:27”

Justice- Just behavior or treatment: The quality of being fair and
reasonable “Romans 2:6”

Invisibility- Inability to be seen “John 1:18”

Incomprehensibility- Not able to be understood: Not intelligible
“Psalms 139:6”

What is God?
Ans: God is an infinite, holy and intelligent spirit. “John 4:24”
